Phase 1: Information collection

For each of the identified themes, the consultants will conduct a documentary research. For
the first theme they will use, in particular, the findings of the MTR of the Country Strategy
Papers(CSPs)/ National Indicative Programmes (NIPs). Where appropriate, consultants
will make use of relevant EU evaluations and studies funded from the EDF and the Budget.

Where needed they will collect new information in order to fill in possible information
gaps through, among others means, direct consultation, mainly in the form of email queries
and phone interviews.

Concerning the second topic ("impact of the EDF"), in addition to a desk analysis, the
consultants also have to conduct short missions in Luxemburg (European Investment
Bank) and in selected EU Member States (for visits with agencies such as AFD, KfW..).

Phase 2: Analysis

Through the analysis of existing and additionally obtained information, the study is
expected to identify strengths and weaknesses, and —where appropriate— best practices.

Concerning the analysis of the impact of blending mechanisms, the consultants will be able
to use the final reports of projects when those are already available, but they also will
sometimes have to limit their work to the analysis of the expected impacts, as projects have
not yet been fully implemented (£.i. for the EU Africa Infrastructure Trust Fund).

Phase 3: conclusions and recommendations

The study will present clear conclusions with regard to the themes targeted, provide a set
of recommendations on best practices and propose alternatives/corrective measures where

needed.
